WEEKLY NOTICES

ON THE MASSES OF THE HOLY DAY WEEKEND This year the December 8 Holy
day of Obligation (Immaculate Conception Solemnity) falls on a Sunday. In the past, the
observance of the Holy day on a Sunday sufficed for the fulfilling of our obligation for
both Sunday and Holy day. This year, however, a decision came from the Vatican not
only to transfer the Holy day to Monday, December 9, but also to transfer the Holy day
obligation to December 9. So, this would involve Catholics attending Mass TWICE, once
for Sunday and once for the Holy day.

To complicate matters somewhat, the Latin Mass ORDO specifies that the
December 8 Holy day be celebrated on December 8 (even if it is a Sunday). How can we
resolve this situation? Thus: on Sunday morning, December 8, the 9am English Mass will
be that of the Il Sunday of Advent, the 11:15am Latin Mass will be that of the Feast of
the Immaculate Conception. Then, on Sunday afternoon, December 8, at 5:30pm, the
English VIGIL Mass of the Immaculate Conception will be celebrated; and on Monday
afternoon, December 9, at 5:30pm, the Latin Mass of the Advent Weekday will be
celebrated.

In short, faithful Catholics among us are invited and obliged to attend TWO
MASSES this weekend: one for ADVENT and one for the IMMACULATE
CONCEPTION. Let us willingly and joyfully honor Our Lord who is coming in glory
and in grace and Our Lady, the patroness of the United States.

CHURCH ETIQUETTE

WHEN YOU COME TO CHURCH please turn OFF all cell phones, hand-held electronic
devices, pagers, watch alarms, etc., and anything else that can disrupt our sacred time with
God. It is possible for emails and texts to wait until later!

DRESS CODE Please remember to dress appropriately for divine worship: neatly and
modestly. Holy Mass is not an occasion when we "dress down" or appear "super-casual"!
REVERENCE for God and RESPECT for neighbor should determine what we wear. Think
about it. Thank you for your cooperation.

THERE ARE (AT LEAST) THREE REASONS to maintain a prayerful, quiet atmosphere
in the church proper before and after services: (1) RESPECT for the House of God, (2)
REVERENCE for the Blessed Sacrament, and (3) REGARD for those who want to pray in
peace. The guiding principle should be DEVOTION NOT COMMOTION. Please carry on
your friendly conversations in the church vestibules (with inside doors closed), outside, or at
the coffee hours. Reverence and friendliness can and should co-exist—in their proper settings!

IN ADDITION ...We should make a determined effort to be on time for Mass, and we should
make the little sacrifice to stay until Mass is over (that is, when the priest-celebrant leaves the
sanctuary). When it be necessary to conduct children to the bathroom, please do not travel
through the church during the CONSECRATION of the Mass. This will involve only a few
moments of delay.

GUIDELINES FOR COMMUNION

Catholics need to remember the Church’s traditional rules on the reception of Holy
Communion. Practicing Catholics who are spiritually prepared (i.e. not conscious of
mortal sin on their souls) may approach the altar rail to make a worthy Communion. If
one has been away from Masses of Obligation (due to one’s own fault) or if there is
another reason for being ill prepared, the Sacrament of Penance (Confession) is necessary
before the reception of the Most Holy Body and Blood of the Lord. We should always
approach this awesome Eucharistic Mystery with souls empty of grave sin and full of
great love. As in the awesome Incarnational Mystery of the Word-made flesh in the stable
of Bethlehem, here holy fear and deep love co-mingle. Catholic couples in cohabitation
(living together without the Sacrament of Matrimony) or in irregular marriages (without
the blessing of Christ’s Sacrament) are advised not to receive Holy Communion. These
brothers and sisters of ours are of deep pastoral concern to the Church. Hopefully they
will soon take steps to rectify their situation.
